“Self-Reliant Bharat”, “Swachh Bharat Abhiyaan” as well as supplement the Sustainable Development Goals 

(SDGs), India’s Nationally Determined Contributions (INDCs) in the IHR. The project proposals should also take 

cognizance of the NMHS cross-cutting themes, i.e. gender equality and climate change.
